 Required Items 
 

❑ Swim suit & beach towel (packed in 

the top of backpack) 

❑ Scout Book (put in a ziplock baggy) 

❑ Backpack or duffle bag w/shoulder 

straps 

❑ Complete Class “A” uniform (wear) 

❑ Two (2) pairs shoes (hiking/tennis) 

❑ Six (6) pairs of Scout socks 

❑ Three (3) pairs of underwear 

❑ Two (2) undershirts 

❑ One (1) pair of BSA shorts/zip-offs 

❑ Two (2) Troop 210 (green) T-shirts 

❑ One (1) pair of BSA pants 

❑ One (1) Troop 210 sweatshirt (only) 

❑ Rain gear (poncho, rain suit, etc.) 

❑ Insect repellant 

❑ Flashlight with extra batteries 

❑ Day pack 

❑ Water bottle or canteen 

❑ Note book and pen/pencil 

❑ Wallet/spending money/cash card 

❑ Sun screen 

❑ Sleeping bag packed in waterproof 

or HD garbage bag   

❑ Fork, knife & spoon 

❑ Plate and bowl 

❑ Drinking cup 

❑ Wrist watch 

❑ Merit badge pre-requisites 

❑ Pocket knife (fold up only) 

❑ Extra trash bags to store wet items  

 

Pack all gear so that it can be 

carried ¼ mi. in a single trip.  
 

 

Required Toiletries 
 

❑ Toothbrush & toothpaste 

❑ Bath soap & container 

❑ Wash cloth & towel 

❑ Comb or hairbrush 

❑ Mirror (for contacts, etc.) 

❑ Shampoo 

❑ Dirty clothes bag 

 

Optional Items 
 

❑ Camp chair (highly recommended) 

❑ Fishing gear 

❑ Personal first aid kit 

❑ Sunglasses 

❑ Small pillow 

 

DO NOT BRING: 
 

• Sandals, flip-flops, crocs, or any 

shoes with openings. 

• Mp3 players/walkmen/radios/etc. 

• Food, snacks, fruit, pop, etc. 

• Fireworks/firearms/ammunition 

• Cell phones/Ipads/Gameboys/ 

tablets, etc. 

• TV’s, computers, etc. 

• Sheath knives 

• Personal tents without prior approval 

• Pets 

• Non-essential expensive items 

 
Notes: 

1. Pack items that can get wet into 

waterproof bags, ziplock/tied garbage 

bags, etc. 

2. Scouts are responsible for their own 

gear and spending money. 

3. Medicines must be sent in the original 

containers and be clearly labeled.
