One (1) pair of BSA pants

One (1) Troop 210 sweatshirt (only)
Rain gear (poncho, rain suit, etc.)
Insect repellant

Flashlight with extra batteries

Day pack

Water bottle or canteen

Note book and pen/pencil

Wallet & spending money

Sun screen

Sleeping bag packed in waterproof
or HD garbage bag

Fork, knife & spoon

Plate and bowl

Drinking cup

Wrist watch

Pocket knife (fold up only)

Extra trash bags to store wet items
